President’s Message:

As I sit here in South Carolina watching the pollen cover our patio and beyond, it’s hard to believe it’s time to pack the car and head for New Hampshire. 

My last message informed you of our intent to seek additional proposals for an electric study at Woodbrook. With the knowledge and experience of Diane Bevilaqua, we contacted six potential bidders with a Request For Proposal document.  While there is interest in bidding on the actual work to be done, only one new company sent us a bid on the study. They are PLM out of Hopkinton, MA. Their bid was $32,000 for the study and $25,000 to $30,000 for the design. While they did not submit a new bid according to our RFP forms, the bid last summer from New Horizon Technologies from Sterling, MA was $38,000 for both the study and the design. A representative from New Horizons spoke to us at our Annual Meeting in August. 

Diane’s preference is for the Board to recommend PLM because of their in-house engineers and qualifications to offer alternatives. While we respect her knowledge in this field, the Board feels the difference of $14,000 to $19,000 can be better spent on the actual work phase. We agreed to allow you to meet with the top bidders and vote your choice. Therefore, we will ask a representative from PLM to attend our meeting on May 21st so you can ask questions. We will also contact New Horizons Technologies to see if their bid has changed, since their original submission on August 4, 2016 was listed as valid for thirty days.

Messages of Note

This year we will not have enough members of the DRB on site when Woodbrook officially opens, therefore permits will not be approved until after May 15, 2017. DRB permits will be available in the Woodbrook office. If your 2016 permitted work has not been completed and you want to work on your property before May 15th, please call Larry Smith at 813-752-0999.  All open permits need to be renewed. 
Last season some owners violated our dumpster policy. Please make sure you are aware of all the Woodbrook rules so we don’t have to issue any fines in 2017. Garbage should NOT be brought from home.  Other materials, which should NOT be found in the dumpsters, include TVs, furniture, carpeting, mattresses, oils, grills, metal or any construction materials.  Boxes should be cut up or crushed.  Land Fill Permits may be obtained from the Fitzwilliam Town Hall at no cost.

Remember that all boats, trailers, canoes, kayaks, jet skis, paddleboats and both sides of golf carts must be identified. The tarmac is a common area designated for the overflow of owners and guest parking as the parking  of cars on the roads presents a safety hazard. The tarmac policy does not allow for the parking of a second trailer as described in our by-laws, although boats and trailers are permitted.
